(ii) propagation of the notified species for the purpose of in situ and ex situ conservation

and rehabilitation; and

(iii)  awareness programmes and provide educational materials on notified species for
forest department personnel, Biodiversity Management Committees, ecotourism
programmes, and forest dwellers and tribals.
